The Combat Scenario: Early West Virginia

Coal Mining’s Culture of Danger, April 6,

by Dr. Paul Rakes

Dr. Paul H. Rakes, historian, will

present a program on the culture of

danger in early coal mining on April

6 from 6:00 p.m. until 7:30 p.m. in

the Archives and History Library in

the Culture Center. West Virginia coal

miners died in unprecedented

numbers in the late 19th and 20th

centuries. Danger became an integral

component of the mining experience

and influenced official acceptance of

the high death rate. Rakes will

compare the early West Virginia coal

industry with 19th-century battle-

fields and consider the “combat

mentality” that became ingrained in

the subculture of the underground

world.

Rakes is a third-generation miner

who was born in a West Virginia coal

camp and worked twenty years in the

coal industry before obtaining a

master’s degree in history at Marshall

University. In 2002, he received a

Ph.D. in history from West Virginia

University, where he specialized in

Appalachian history and concentrated

on coal politics, technology, and

disasters in West Virginia. Rakes is

the author of several articles on the
